I’d like to introduce the Frankston ―Stingrays‖ Hockey club which many regard as one of the premier 

hockey clubs on the Peninsula.  The Frankston hockey club was established in 1973 and has a long his-

tory of providing local men and women, teenagers and pre-adolescents with the opportunity to play all 

levels of hockey from beginner to State League.  Presently the club fields 13 teams and any youngster 

starting as a beginner can progress through to playing in adulthood via the various age and skills levels 

within the Club, and have the opportunity to represent Frankston, in hockey, at the regional and state 

level. 

 

The club’s mission is not only to play competitive hockey but to impart the values of fair play and good 

sportsmanship.  We also want to ―give back‖ to the community and support local youth.  Each summer 

Frankston Hockey Club runs free ―get into hockey‖ courses over a 10 week period whereby boys and 

girls are invited to come along and try hockey in a supportive and caring environment.  All equipment 

is supplied and club members freely volunteer their time to both promote hockey and to encourage 

boys and girls to try a new sport.  Many of the children who attend these hockey sessions subsequently 

join the club and become committed club members.  Frankston is an area of known for its problems of 

family breakdown, drug dependency, generational unemployment and low incomes.  Promoting sport 

to children facing disadvantage is one way they can be helped to overcome some of these issues by 

equipping them with the knowledge, skills, values and confidence to become contributing members of 

not only our hockey club but the wider community. 

 

The guiding values of the Frankston Hockey Club—passion, teamwork, positive attitude, commitment 

and achievement—are the cornerstone of everything we do.  To continue our work in fostering young 

talent and developing our club within the wider hockey realm requires sponsorship by local businesses 

and organisations.

Frankston Hockey Club 
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Des Piper and Robert 'Chicken" Howell - two leading hockey players in Melbourne had a quiet drink in the Vines 

Hotel in Frankston. They were tired of travelling to Melbourne from their Frankston homes to train and play 

every week. They knew that there were a number of others of a similar mind and so was born the Frankston 

Hockey Club. 

     The first test was the 1973 Moomba Carnival - which Frankston Hockey Club won.  Success from there on 

has been a familiar experience at the club. 

     The first ground was on Railway Parade in Seaford—sharing change rooms with the local soccer club. The 

local council was particularly helpful in most areas but refused to remove a tree from one of the two grounds 

until it had lost all its leaves. Founding players quite fondly remember the tree on about the 25 yard line on the 

ground - it could be quite a surprise during training as dusk settled to run up against this "extra defender". 

     The club then moved to new grounds at Eel Race Road - a few kilometres up the road to Carrum. A few 

years passed and we had change rooms, showers and a club room. The cold winter’s night chill was held at bay 

by the roar of the little pot-bellied stove which often glowed red from the heat of the briquettes it had been fed. 

The grass grounds were always dry, even when most of Melbourne was under water as they had been built on 

sand that covered an old tip. 

     The club had many early characters - least amongst them were the two founders - Des Piper and Robert 

―Chicken‖ Howell. Add to them Bernie Stewart, Scott McLennan, Russell Whitney, Alan Davies, the Sheridan 

brothers, Neville Lewis and  Terry 'Rance' Edwards, Steve Buchannan.  Early juniors at the club were Michael 

Edwards, Mark and Keith Stephen, Kevin Mayor, John Jolliffe, Steve Kendal. 

     The list of founding members can be seen on the club Honour board.  In 2002 the club formerly amalgamated 

with the Frankston Peninsula Women's Hockey club.   At the end of the 2008 season the Club became united 

under one banner.  Men, Women, Veterans and Juniors all take the field as the ―Frankston Hockey Club‖.   

     Today the club is based at Monash University and draws it’s members from Frankston and the wider Peninsula 

area.  There are 12 teams:  four men’s, one women’s, one veteran’s and six junior teams.
